e ATGP is awarded on a first-come, first-served basis, to no more
than 40 students at one time.

e ATGP funds are awarded only after all other free financial aid and
wages are considered.

e ATGP navigators will be provided to every ATGP recipient.

Who is elighle?
An eligible recipient must meet all following requirements:

e To be eligible, an individual must be at least 21 years of age, but
less than 27 years of age;
and must have aged out of Maine’s foster care system at age 18
and was enrolled in a postsecondary education program making
satisfactory progress when their V9 ended at age 21;
and has not yet attained their 27th Birthday
and not yet completed a Bachelor's Degree

ATGP funds agree to:

Recipients of

1. Show proof of enrollment in a postsecondary education undergraduate
program.

Sign relevant release of information.

Provide grades and progress reports.

Meet with the ATGP Navigator at least 3 times per semester.
Provide contact information to the ATGP Navigator.

Sign a participant agreement each semester.

Complete a renewal application each semester.

Complete an exit interview upon graduation.
